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Casa de Amor Child Sponsorship
How much does it cost to sponsor a child at Casa de Amor?

For just $25 a month (82 cents/day) you’ll be partnering with us to provide excellent care and a loving family for children in need.

Can I pay annually or quarterly instead of monthly?

Yes, you can choose to pay monthly, quarterly, or annually.  Just specify how you want to pay when you sign up. 
Can I pay my sponsorship with my credit card?
Certainly! Donate via credit card on our website at www.casadeamor.org/supporting.html.
Can I sponsor more than one child at the same time?

Yes!  We have many sibling groups that can be sponsored together for $25 each/month.  

What does my money go towards?

Your money goes toward the day to day care of your sponsored child.  This includes formula, food, clothing, laundry, shelter and the salaries of the women who care for the children daily.

How do we get assigned a child to sponsor?

Fill out this form and send it in via email to the Child Sponsorship Coordinator, Denise, or mail it in and she will help you decide on a child to sponsor.  If you already know the children and want to sponsor a specific one you can specify that on the form.

What is expected of me as a child sponsor?

At this point in our new program all we are asking is that you support the child financially with $25 a month.  However, we would really appreciate it if you would also be willing to pray for your child and Casa de Amor on a regular basis.  

Can I write to my child?

Yes, however, since Casa de Amor’s bilingual staff is limited and mail is not always reliable we would appreciate if you could limit letters to special occasions (birthdays, Christmas, etc.).  The easiest way for you to write your child is via email.  You can send letters and/or pictures for your child to our Child Sponsorship Coordinator, Denise, and she will translate and forward them to the homes.  

A great way to keep up with the happenings of the homes and to see more pictures of your child is to follow the blog, sign up for monthly e-updates (write Jennifer@casadeamor.org), and read the newsletters (available on our website). 

What happens if my child is removed from the program?

If the child you are sponsoring moves out of their Casa de Amor home for whatever reason (for example, adoption) we will contact you and offer you the option of sponsoring a different child or finishing your year commitment early. 

Are my sponsorship payments eligible for a tax receipt?

Yes. In the United States Casa de Amor is registered as a 501c(3) charity, GOAL (Global Orphan Assistance League).
